Distinguished members of the Libyan Political Dialogue Forum,

I wish to transmit to you the outcome of the deliberations of the Proposal Bridging Committee
which you tasked, during your meeting in Geneva in June, to carry out further work, with UNSMIL
support, to narrow the differences that emerged from your consideration of the issues left unresolved
in the draft constitutional basis submitted by the LPDF’s Legal Committee and your subsequent
efforts to address them in Geneva.

As you will recall, you decided to establish the Committee during the last in person meeting of
the LPDF in Switzerland where the Committee met twice on 30 June and 1 July.

Following the conclusion of your plenary meeting in Switzerland, the Committee held four
virtual meetings on 16, 27 and 30 July, and on 2 August.

Throughout the deliberations facilitated by UNSMIL, and in informal negotiations among
themselves, as well as contacts with UNSMIL, Committee members made commendable efforts to
explore common ground and construct a compromise proposal for consideration by the LPDF. In this
process, Committee members developed four full-fledged proposals, in addition to others, already
presented to the LPDF. However, their efforts to reconcile and merge these proposals into a single
draft constitutional basis or to limit the number of proposals, did not yield the desired outcome and the
objective to narrow the differences and to move closer to establish a constitutional basis for the
elections, taking the LC proposal as the reference document, was not achieved. Consequently, during
their last session on 2 August, the majority of Committee members requested UNSMIL to transmit all
four proposals, annexed herewith, to the LPDF for its consideration.

The Committee also recommended that the LPDF decides on the four proposals on the basis of
a vote to be conducted in two rounds with a 61% threshold for a proposal to be adopted in the first
round. If no proposal attains the 61% threshold in the first round, a second round of voting would be
conducted for the two proposals which obtained the highest percentage in the first round, and the
proposal attaining a threshold of 50%+1 would be considered adopted.

I therefore wish to invite you to a virtual plenary meeting of the LPDF on 11 August at 10:00
am, where the sponsors of the four proposals will introduce and explain them, and to decide on the
next steps which can lead to inclusive elections within the timeline prescribed by the LPDF Roadmap.
The agenda for the meeting will be circulated to you in the coming days.

In the meantime, I encourage you to study the proposals and discuss them with PBC members.

I take this opportunity to thank the members of the Proposal Bridging Committee for their
efforts to address the unresolved issues and to reaffirm the United Nations’ commitment to facilitating
the efforts that make national elections possible on 24 December as agreed by the LPDF Roadmap and
in line with Security Council resolution 2570 (2021).
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I also wish to reiterate that, in considering any proposals and next steps, it is necessary to fully
respect the requirement that none undermines your promise to the Libyan people to hold elections
within the timeline set by your Roadmap. The draft constitutional basis adopted by the Legal
Committee remains the basis for your continuing work.

I look forward to engaging with you during the next virtual plenary meeting of the LPDF.
