guaranteeing the indepen-
dence and neutrality of the
whole of Viet-Nam.

If there were conflicting
views among the Viet-Name-
se concerning the future of
South Viet-Nam, wsaid U
Thant, these could only be
reconciled by the people of
South Viet-Nam and could
not be decided beforehand,
otherwise than through pea-
ceful processes and without
foreign intervention.

Stating that a settlement
along these lines was not
beyond the reach of those
who had the power, and the-
refore the responsibility, to
decide, U Thant expressed
his conviction that all forces
of peace in the world would
stand ready to help them
should they be prepared to
undertake renewed efforts to
restore peace.

“Perhaps”, he said, “there
may be some limited risks
involved in such efforts, but
they are nothing compared
to the major risks we all
face unless this fateful trend
towards a larger war is re-
versed in time.”

countries were adopted last week by the Main Political
Committee of the United Nations General Assembly.

In one, non-nuclear na-
tions hoped for urgent consi-
derations of their position by
the Geneva Disarmament
Conference, and the second,
initiated by Pakistan, called
for a conference of non-nu-
clear countries.

The first resolution, endor-
sed by a nearly unanimous
vote, asked that nuclear-free
groups of countries should
be immune from nuclear at-
tack or the threat of attack,
and that the Geneva Confe-
rence urgently consider the
whole issue of assurances for
countries not equipped with
nuclear weapons. The resolu-
tion was sponsored by a
group of forty-seven non-
aligned states. 3

The Pakistani resolution
calling for a conference of
non-nuclear states on secu-
rity and other problems was
passed with heavy absten-
tions, prompted in the main
by concern that such a con-
ference might jeopardize the
current big-power negotia-
tions on a non-proliferation
treaty.

Two weeks ago, the Gene-
ral Assembly urged the
speediest conclusion of a non-
proliferation treaty which
would close the doors of the
‘nuclear club’, and asked all
nations to avoid anything
that might hamper this.
