DEBATE CONTINUES AT UN HEADQUARTERS,
ARMED BRITISH PARTY DIVERTS SUSPECT TANKER

THE United Kingdom reported to the UN Security Council last
week that she had acted to prevent a tanker from reaching

Beira with possible supplies of oil for Rhodesia.

An armed naval

party diverted the tanker, “’Manucla’, from her course just a few
hours after the Security Council authorised Britain to use force if
necessary to intercept tankers reasonably believed to be carrying

oil for Rhodesia.

In the same resolution, adopted

last Saturday, the Council called
on Portugal not to receive oil
destined for Rhodesia at the port
city of Beira in the Portuguese-
administered Mozambique, nor to
permit it to be pumped through
the pipeline from Beira to Rhode-
sia.
One tanker— the “Joanna V"’
— had already reached Beirg,
and the Council empowered Bri-
tain to arrest and detain her
upon her departure if her oil
cargo was discharged there.

The Council’s action was based
on a British draft resolution which
expressed grave concern at re-
ports that substantial supplies of
oil might reach Rhodesia through
Beira in breach of the embargo
called for by the Council last

LOWEST TOTAL FOR SIX MONTHS, BUT RISE IN CASUALTIES
CAUSES CONCERN AMONGST FORCE SAFETY EXPERTS

A CCIDENT figures which have
just become available for the
month of March are the lowest
for six months and one of the
lowest totals ever recorded by the
Force since its inception,

cidents is eight down on the pre-
vious month and two better than
December which was the lowest
total during last year. All Contin-
gent totals have dropped — none
more encouragingly so than the
British Contingent, who averaged
64,425 miles for their six acci-
dents. Once again, the Swedish
Battalion set the s/pace for the
whole of the Force, with 133,409
miles without a single accident.

Amongst  safety-ptanners  at
Force Headquarters, the reduction
in the accident rate, particularly
among the two largest contingents
— the British and Canadian —
is viewed as the first sign that
the long campaign for better
driving is beginning to pay off.
At the same time however there
is a growing concern over the
casulty rate which hit a new peak
during March. In the same month
in which the lowess total of acci-
dents was recorded, casualties

shot up alarmingly to treble the
average total for the previous six
months. In the twenty-three acci-
dents involving Force vehicles,
there was one fatality and fifteen
cases required hospitalization.

Despite the present drop, safety
experts believe figures will rise
sharply again during the next
month or so. With over half the
Force recently involved in rota-
tions and in influx of new drivers
the trend in the past has been
for accidents to rise sharply until
the new men become a-customed
to conditions on the Isldnd. With
care this can be avoided. It is
up to the individual — this to
many will be their first experi-
ence of driving on the right hand
side of the road and under far
different conditions from those
they would find in their own
countries—so remember, you con-
trol the vehicle, for your own
sake, take care.

COURT-MARTIALLED
BRITONS RETURN TO
UNITED KINGDOM

T HE following statement
by an UNFICYP spokes-
man was released in Nicosia
on Friday: /

On 24 and 26 March, stafe-
ments by a UNFICYP spokes-
man referred to the arrest and
conviction by court-martial of
four British UNFICYP soldiers.
(See BLUE BERET, 6th April).
It was also stated that further
allegations had come to the
notice of UNFICYP that one
of the accused soldiers might
have been involved in causing
a bomb explosion in Nicosia
early in March.

As a result of investigations
carried out by the UNFICYP
Spe-ial Investigation Unit, %s-
sisted by the Cyprus authori-
ties, it was found that the
evidence examined did not
implicate the soldier.

The four previously con-
victed soldiers left on Friday
for the United Kingdom where
they will serve their sentences.

French allies and particular di-
stinguished themselves at the
Battle of the Boyne in 1690.
In 1694 they landed on the
Continent on the first of ma-
ny occasions, under William III,
and in 1695 fought hard in the
siege of Namur.

They again fought on the
Continent in 1701 in the siege of
Liege under the Duke of Marl-
borough, who wrote of them
“By the extraordinary bravery
of the officers and soldiers the
citadel has been taken by
storm”. In recognition, the Re-
giment was selected to be one
of the three original Fusiliers”.
Regiments with the title “The
Welsh Regiment of Fusiliers”.

Throughout the eigheen’h and
nineteenth centuries the Re-
giment fought with distinction
at Blenheim and other main ac-
tions of the war of the Spanish
Succession; the major battles
of the Austrian War of Succes-
sion; the American War of
Independence; the capture of
Martinique and under Welling-
ton in the Penninsula War and
at Waterloo.

After a period in Canada and
at home the Regiment embar-
ked for the Crimea in 1854.
At the latter end of the 19th
century the 1st Battalion em-

barked for service in India,
took part in the Burma Expe-
dition in 1885 and were in South
Africa at the turn of the cen-
tury.

During World War I the Regi-
ment comprised 42 Battalions’
and nearly 10,000 officers and
men of the Regiment gave their
lives for their country; seven
VC’s were won by other ranks
during the war.

Between the wars the 1st
Battalion served in India, Kha-
rtoum, and Cyprus. They held
part of the line on the Fran-
co-Belgian frontier during the
bitter winter of 1939 /40 and
after the storm broke in May
’40 held their ground at La
Bassee Canal against the at-
tacks of two German armoured
divisions. Finally overwhelmed,
many were killed or taken pri-
soner and only four officers and
230 other ranks came out from
the beaches of Dunkirk.

After dealing with the Bom-
bay insurrection in 1942, the
Battalion fought in the Arakan
in 1943, Kohima in 1944 and
advanced on Rangoon in 1945.

Since the war the 1st Batta-
lion has completed three tours
in BAOR, a three-year tour in
Jamaica and a previous tour in
Cyprus.

N an interview with ‘Blue

Beret’’ published on the 4th
August last year, the then Force
Provost Marshal, Lieutenant Co-
lonel John A. Dowsett, RCMP,
said, ““The last five deaths as the
result of accidents involving UN
vehicles should never have oc-
cured. There was no reasonable
excuse or explanation for these
accidents....."”

What Colonel Dowsett said then
still holds good today — only in
a very small percentage of ac-
cidents, such us those involving
complete mechanical failure, can
there be reasonable justification
of the circumstances.

Accidents can be avoided and

the FPM put forward his views
on this, ““The most important
thing for drivers coming to Cy-
prus is to drive defensively-,"” he
said. “What this really means is
that when you have any doubt at
all about road or traffic condi-
tions, slow down or stop completely
until you have made an assess-
ment of the situation. If all
drivers would proceed with due
care and attention,” he said,
“’fifty per cent of accidents could
be eliminated.”

"Due care and attention’’ —
those are the key words. During
the last month, total accident
figures have fallen, but casualty
figures have risen dramatically.

These can be reduced. All drivers
must have learnt the simple rules
of the Highway Code. It is only
a matter of putting these into
7 and maintaining ‘due

attention.” Common

On 28 April, the Secretary-

Egzy of Ethiopia said Mr. Smith
had de:lared unilateral indepen-
dence for the colony last Novem-
ber with what amounted to Bri-
tish connivance, and British as-
surances that economic embargo
measures would bring him down
had proved “‘nothing but a gim-
mick.” Mr. C. R. Charekhan of
India similarly described Britain’s
measures as  “’half-hearted’”” and
pointed to reports that Rhodesia’s
total tobazco crop — its main
export — already had been sold
to foreign buyers.

On the other hand, Mr. Patrick
Shaw of Australia detailed
the economic sanctions against
Rhodesia which have been im-
posed by his Government and
argued that such measures would
succeed if applied by all. Mr.
Skjold Mellbin of Denmark ex-
pressed confidence in Britain’s
policy, and said the Security
Council’s action was encouraging.

NEW APPROACH BY COMMITTEE

he Special United Na-

tions Committee concer-
ned with apartheid last
week decided to ask that a
more formal approach be
made to nations that had
declined an invitation of the
UN General Assembly Presi-
dent to participate in the
Committee’s work.

The Committee Chairman,
Mr. Achkar Marof of Guinea,
was authorised to ask the
Assembly President, Mr.
Amintore Fanfani of Italy,
through the Secretary-Gene-
ral, to make a new approach
to these countries, with a re-
quest for replies within a
short time.

The Assembly decided last

December to enlarge the 11-
nation Committee by the ad-
dition of six Members to be
appointed by the Assembly
President, taking into ac-
count primary responsibility
with regard to world trade
and the maintnance of peace
and security, The President
reported on 31 March that his
consultations in this matter
had not produced results.

The present membership of
the Committee is made up
of Algeria, Costa Rica, Gha-
na, Guinea, Haiti, Hungary,
Malaysia, Nepal, Nigeria, the
Philippines and Somalia.

Meanwhile, the Secretary-
General, U Thant, appealed
to all UN Members to contri-

bute to a trust fund set up
to further relief and assist-
ance to families of thése per-
secuted by South Africa be-
cause of their opposition to
her policies of apartheid.

In sending out the appeal
on behalf of the Committee
of Trustees for the fund,
U Thant noted that an esti-
mated 8,000 persons were
victims of such persecution.
Among the main needs cited
by the Committee were those
for legal assistance, funds
for education, and relief for
refugees in neighboring ter-
ritories. The Committee felt
a minimum of 500,000 dollars
would be required to deal
with the needs of the imme-
diate future.
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
