IRISH BACK IN
LEFKA DISTRICT

S from midnight on Monday — 25th April — the newly arri-
ved Irish Contingent, the 6th Infantry Group, commanded by
Licutenant Colonel Jeremiah Walsh, assumed operational responsi-

bility for the UNFICYP Lefka District.

At the same time, the

boundaries of the UNFICYP Limassol Zone and Kyrenia District
were re-established as prior to the recent redeployment.

The redeployment, which
took place on 12th April was
caused by the absence at that
time of a replacement force
for the Irish 5th Infantry
Group, which had completed
its six month tour in the is-
land. A new Zone was intro-
duced — Kyrenia Zone —
which combined the boundaries
of the existing UNFICYP Ky-
renia and Lefka Districts as
far as Kato Pyrgos and was
the responsibility of the Cana-
dian Contingent of the Force.
The then limits of UNFICYP
Limassol Zone, where the 1st
Battalion, Royal Highland Fu-
siliers were in process of hand-
ing over to 1st Battalion, Ro-
yal Welch Fusiliers, were
stretched to cover the remaind-
ed to the area of Lefka
District exclusive of Kato
Pyrgos.

S-G URGED TO PRESS PEACE EFFORTS

he Prime Minister of

Denmark, Mr. Jens Otto
Krag, last week urged the
United Nations Secretary-
General, U Thant, to consider
“concrete approaches” toward
ending the fighting in Viet-
Nam.

Speaking to reporters in the
course of a visit to United
Nations Headquarters in New
York on Wednesday, Mr Krag
said that he had also expres-
sed his country’s regret that
the United Nations had not,
so.far, been able to play an
active role in securing peace

in South-East Asia. He said
he felt this was due primarily
to the lack of universality in
the membership of the world
Organization.

The Prime Minister said
that Denmark considered it
“highly important” that U
Thant continue his efforts to-
wards peace. No mon, he
said, was more qualified
than the Secretary-General
to make such efforts, :

Mr. Krag declared that the
final solution must be sought
through a negotiated settle-
ment, and “he said that he

shared U Thant’s view that the
Na'ional Liberation Front
should take part in any discus-
sions.

In answer to a question, Mr
Krag said that Denmark con-
tinued to believe the peace-
keeping func'ions of the Uni-
ted Nations were an important
part of the Organization’s
work. He noted tha' the Scan-
dinavian countries had estab-
lished stand-by forces which
could be called on at a mo-

ment’s notice to aid the Uni-
ted Nations.

Other adjustments occasion-
ed by the redeployment inclu-
ded turning over the Tracho-
nas area of Niccosia from the
Canadian controlled UNFICYP
Kyrenia District to the UN-
FICYP Nicosia East District
under the command of Colonel
E. Koskenpalo, the newly ar-
rived CO of FINCON. Local
adjustments were also made to
the boundaries of UNFICYP
Famagusta Zone, where the
Swedish Battalion is deploy-
ed and UNFICYP Nicosia West
District, the responsibility of
the Danish Contingent, to meet
re-deployment requirements of
UNFICYP Nicosia East Di-
strict.

Those adjustments made to
UNFICYP Nicosia East and West
Districts and to Famagusta Zone
will remain, despite the re-form-
ation of UNFICYP Lefka District
and the subsequent reversion to
prior format of UNFICYP Kyrenia
District and Limassol Zone.

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GDR’s ADMISSION TO UN

SOVIET UNION
REAFFIRMS
HER POSITION|

A recent Soviet Government
statement reaffirming its
support for the admission of the
German Democratic Republic
into the United Nations was circ-
ulated last week as a Security
Council document at the request
of Ambassador Platon Morozov.

The statement reitterated
that two German States had
come into being since World
War Two and took strong ex-
ception to the Western Pow-
ers’ contention that East Ger-
many is not a State and that
only the government of the
Federal Rebublic of Germany
is entitled to speak for the
German people in international
affairs.

Meanwhile, in the Decoloni-
zation Committee, Bulgaria
read forth a cable from the
GDR expressing support of the
United Nations’ resolutions ag-
ainst the white minority regi-
me in Rhodesia.

The US, Britain, Italy and
Denmark recorded their oppo-
sition to any suggestion that
East Germany was a State.
The Soviet Union, Yugoslavia,
Poland and Tanzania associa-
ted themeselves with Bulga-
ria’s remarks in stressing the
value of the GDR’s support of
United Nations action on Rho-
desia. The Committee chair-
man, Ambassador Gershon Col-
lier of Sierra Leone, said it
was not for him to prevent
any delegate from speaking
and the question of the legiti-
macy of the East German au-
thorities was not relevant in
the present instance.

DECOLONIZATION COMMITTEE RESOLUTION CALLS ON

RHODESIA HOLDS

resolution calling upon Britain to take all effective
measures including “the use of force” to put down Ian

Smith’s white minority regime in Rhodesia was adopted
last Thursday by the General Assembly’s Decolonization
Committee. Nineteen of the group’s twenty-four members

voted for an Afro-Asian

resolution as a whole.

Five

abstained - Australia, Denmiark, Italy and the United States
along with Britain. In a separate vote on the resort to

force provision,

three Latin-American

members - Chile,

Uruguay and Venezuela joined those abstaining,

In a brief statement before
the ballot,’ Mr Francis Brown
of the United Kingdom, said
that the economic sanctions
taken against the rebellious
colony were more effective
than some people wished to
admit and that his govern-
ment remained determined
to end this defiance of the
Crown and bring about a
settlement acceptable to the
Rhodesian people as a whole.

He said Britain’s views on
the use of force were well
known; that is, it should not
be used in Rhodesia unless
the Governor, representing
the Crown, requested it to
restore law and order.

Thursday’s resolution, be-
sides urging Britain to take
more drastic action, also re-
commended that the Security
Council urgently consider
further measures under the
United Nations Charter pro-
visions dealing with military
as well as economic enforce-
ment steps.

The most recent Council
action, taken earlier this
month, was to authorise Brit-
tain to use force if necessary
to prevent tankers from put-
ting in to Beira, in Portu-

BERNARDES TO MEET S-G,

This will be the first

Opportm_lity for Mr. Bernardes to meet with U Thant since the
broadening of his responsibilities.

Aprl}, for London where he will meet with the British Prime

meeting with President

Charles de Gaulle.

In its preamble, the reso-
lution declared that Britain
had failed to take adequate
measures to bring down the
racist regime and to achieve
genuine freedom and inde-
pendence in Rhodesia.

CRISIS
WARNING

A call to Governments to heed

“storm signals’’ of a possi-
ble world food crisis was issued
in Rome last week by Mr. A. M.
Boerma, Executive Director of the
World Food Programme. Address-
ing the Programme’s twenty-four
nation committee, Mr Boerma
said that there was a need for
more long-range action in increas-
ing agricultural productivity in
areas where it had been lagging.

Experience had shown, he
said, that food aid could play a
uniquely. effective role in such
action and it was less costly
to richer countries than such
conventional forms of aid as
financing and technical assista-
nce.

Mr. Boerma cited what he
called the dramatic response
of the peoples of many coun-
tries to recent appeals for help
to India as an indication that
public opinion often ran con-
siderably ahead of action by
governments. The last few
months, he said, had seen a
large demand for aid by the
World Food Programme, main-
ly because of the droughts in
parts of the Indian sub-conti-
nent and in eastern and sou-
thern Africa. He noted that
the Programme had been car-
rying the main burden of sup-
plying relief to drought-stric-
ken Bechuanaland and said the
ten million dollars allocated
for this purpose for this year
would most likely prove insuf-
ficient.

Mr. Boerma said while a
total of $209 million had been
pledged to the World Food
Programme for the next three
years, only $153 million was
at present actually available in
cash and commodities.
