AST FRIDAY, THE U.N.

SECURITY Council for-
mally recommended the ex-
tension of U Thant’s appoint-
ment as Secretary-General un-
til the end of the current Ge-
neral Assembly session.

The Council specified that
it was taking this stand pend-
ing further consideration “of
the appointment of the Secre-
tary-General”.

The Council’s decision was
taken at a closed fifteen-minu-
te session, and transmitted by
Lqrd Caradon of Great Bri-
tain, the Council’'s President
for the month of October, to
the Assembly President, Mr.
Abdul Rahman Pazwak. The
Assembly was scheduled to
act on the recommendation
yesterday (Tuesday, 1st No-
Vember) afternoon.

_In its statement issued after
its meeting, the Council recal-
led its consensus of a month
280 in which it welcomed U
Thant’s declared willingness

NUCLEAR NON-PROLIFERATION

TALKS CONTINUE -
SOME PROGRESS MADE

"HE UN GENERAL ASSEMBLY’S MAIN POLITICAL COMMIT-

TEE continued debate at UN Headquarters

last week on

preventing a further spread of nuclear weapons. Indications of pro-
gress in U.S.—Soviet talks on a non-proliferation treaty, questions
of guarantees for non-nuclear nations against the use of atomic
armaments, and the latest nuclear device exploded on mainland
China were among the main issues dealt with by speakers from

more than ten countries last week.

Great Britain and other nations praised US—Soviet moves to
speed a treaty against the further spread of nuclear weapons in the

world.

Lord Chalfont said he was confident that a treaty could be

worked out that would have no loopholes but also to allow for a
legitimate cooperation within alliances such as NATO. He joined
the US and the USSR in urging that an anti-spread treaty not be

made dependent on other disarmament measures lest

pardized.

A different view came from the
United Arab Republic — one of
eight non-aligned countries taking
part in the Geneva disarmament
conference. Mr Ismail Fahmy said
the US—Soviet talks on non-
proliferation were neglecting the
views of non-nuclear nations. He
said a treaty should bind nuclear
powers to freeze or reduce their
nuclear arsenals and never to use
atomic weapons against countries
not equipped with them — and
not simply to perpetuate the big
Powers’ monopoly.

A revised draft resolution on
the preventing of a further spread
of atomic weapons — co-sponsor-
ed by more than 30 States, in-
cluding the US and the USSR —
was circulated in the Assembly’s
Political Committee and is ex-
pected to come to a vote this
week.

Canada, one of the co-sponsors,
hailed the ‘‘new spirit’’ evident in
the US—Soviet non-proliferation
talks and expressed confidence
that these would lead to a treaty
acceptable to nuclear and non-
nuclear nations alike. General
Burns, speaking for Canada, ex-
pressed the hope that such a
treaty would be followed by an
all-inclusive test ban and by a
freeze and then cuts in nuclear
military stocks.

Ambassador Ali of Pakistan
urged for a conference of non-
nuclear countries to consider their

security problems. He said this
would not compete with the cur-
rent big Power discussions on
non-proliferation but rather com-
plement them.

Ambassador Matsui of Japan
told the Committee that the self-
restraint of nations who could
make atomic bombs but had
chosen not to — such as his own
— was perhaps the most import-
ant factor in preventing a spread
of nuclear weapons in the world.

Ambassadors Bohdan of Poland
and Mod of Hungary stressed the
East European view that the main
obstacle to a non-proliferation
treaty is the Federal Republic of
Germany who, they charged, is

and calling on both Israel
and Syria to strictly adhere
to the Agreement and coope-

rate fully with the
machinery on the spot.

Co-sponsored by the United
Kingdom, the draft also looked
to the examination of what
could be done on the broader
issue of Arab-Israeli relations
in the interest of promoting
peace.

On behalf of the African
Group of UN delegations, Ma-
li requested that the Council

Since March 1964 Canada
has maintained a battalion and
a reconnaissance squadron in
the island. North and west of
the capital of Nicosia, the Ca-
nadians have 550 square miles
of territory to look after for
the United Nations..

The job of a corporal like
Keith Wyonch is unique to
most junior NCO’s. He is ob-
servor, peace maker, and co-
untry doctor wrapped up into
one. There are fifteen other
Canadian Corporals on the is-

land with sfmilsr jobs and
they all have the same title —
Section Commander.

On a small piece of land
ringed with & mixture of bar-
bed wire and ofive trees the
blue flag of the Unite Nations
flies over a ®all metal hut
and a tent. This outpost whe-
re 28 yearz0ld Corporal Wy-
onch and hiS six men will
spend a good portion of their
six month tour is called Tem-
blos.

Y AN OVERWHELMING MAJORITY, the UN General Assemb- 1

ly last week declared that South Africa’s League of Nations man-
dote over South West Africa was terminated and that, henceforth,

the territory came under the direct

These provisions were contain-
ed in an African-Asian resolu-
tion, modified by Latin American
amendments, and adopted by a
vote of 114 in favour, two against
(South Africa and Portugal) and
three abstentions (Great Britain,
France and Malawi).

NUCLEAR
RESOLUTION

Pakistan, on Monday, formally pro-
posed that nations  not possessing
atomic weapons get I‘ogether by next
Summer to consider how best to
ensure their security. A Pakistani
draft resolution was circulated this
week in the UN General Assemblys
main Political Committee in which it
is suggested that the Conference —
which would assemble all but the five
present nuclear powers would
also consider means to prevent the
further spread of nuclear weapons
and to foster the peaceful use of
atomic energy. (See earlier story on

UN’s past condemnation of South
Africa’s policies of racial discri-
mination and said that the long
UN efforts to get South Africa to
work for the well-being and secu-
rity of the indigenous inhabitants
had been to no avail.

The resolution asked South
Africa to do nothing that would
alter the present status of the
Territory, and called the attention
of the UN Security Council to the
Assembly’s decision.

The original African-Asian draft
would have sent a team of UN ad-
ministrators to the Territory with-
out further ado. A Latin Ameri-
can proposal for a preliminary
study of practical means was ac-
cepted- by most African nations
in the light of South Africa’s de-
clared intention to resist any as-
sumption of power by the UN.
Besides rejecting the charges of
oppression in the Territory, South
Africa contended that she was not
answerable to the United Nations
for her administration.

Portugal argued that the As-
sembly action was hasty and ill-
considered and that it went
beyond its competence.

Great Britain felt that the As-
sembly should declare South
Africa’s mandate terminated but
should not seek to have the UN
take over its administration. This,
it said, could not be achieved by
words.

France indicated that she con-
sidered the UN attempt to take
over the administration as un-
realistic and also had reservations
about the manner in which the
mandate was to be declared
ended.
