N Secretary-General, U Thant, last week urged the countries
directly involved in the Viet-Namese conflict to come out with
clearer objectives and define them. This, he said, was the basic

issue.

There were many cases of
missed opportunities in the past
and the Viet-namese problem
was getting more difficult and
more complex as time went on.

The Secretary-General made
this statement at a press con-
ference at the London head-
quarters of the International
Maritime Consultative Organi-
zation.

BRING PROBLEMS TO THE U.N.

SECRETARY-GENERAL SPEAKS TO UNITED NATIONS ASSOCIATION IN LONDON

N an address delivered last

week to the United Nations
Asscciation of the Unitad King-
dom in London, U.N. Secretary-
General, U Thant, said it was an
important step in the right di-e-
ction for Governments to feel
able to bring problems and dis-
putes to tha United Nations, no
matter how painful and embarrass-
ing they might sometimes seam
to be. Great Britain, he said, had
an exceilent record in this respect.

U Thant spoke of the need
felt by new countries to as-
sert their national identities
and aspirations, and of the
necessity for patience and un-
derstanding of their poin‘s of
view during this crucial pha-
se of their development. He
said that an important fun-
ction of the U.N. was to help
new nations find their place
in the world.

. The Secretary-General said
it was sometimes forgotten
that almost an peace-keeping
operations of the United Na-
tions had been made necessary

by the aftermath of European
cclonialism, and that all cur-
rent peace-keeping operations
— in the Middle East, in Kas-
hmir and in Cyprus — per-
tained to problems which aro-
se from the process of Brit-
tish decolonization. In fact,
said U Thant, one of the most
useful achievements of the
United Nations had been to
stand watch over power va-
cuums created by the lapse of
European influence and the
subsequent process of decolo-
nization in areas such as the
Middle East or the Congo and,
thus, diminish the risks of an
East-West power confrentati-
on in these areas.

The Secretary-General said
that the world Organization
had also been of considerable
assistance to many countries
in  providing the means
through which they could re-
concile their various world
c-mmitments. He cited the
conflict between India and Pa-
kistan as a recent example.

Referring to the problem of

Cyprus, he said that clthough no
long-term solution was vyet in

ral said ‘“more courageous ac-
tion” was required of Britain
in the context of resolutions
already adopted by the Securi-
ty Council. In saying this, he
added, he was reflecting the
views of the majority of the
United Nations Members.

On the prospect of peace in
Viet-Nam, the Secretary-General
said that he has bzen involved
privately in bringing about a
settlement for some three years,
so far without success.

He explained why the Secu-
rity Council could not be use-
fully involved in this context,
inasmuch as cf all the parties
principally concerned, only one
is a member of the United Na-
tions. Furthermore, he said, the
People’s Republic of China feels
rightly or wrongly that there

in Paris last Saturday to report to
him orally on developments con-
cerning the Cyprus probiem.

Mr. Bernardes is s heduled to
meet the Sec etary-General again
today, 4 May, in Geneva where
U Thant is to address the World
Health Assembly.

After today’s meeting with the
Secretary-General, Mr. Bernardes
plans to undertake a series of dis-
cussions with the Gove-nment of
Turkey, in Ankara, and the Go-
vernment of Greece, in Athens, on
matters pertaining to the Cyprus

question.

8 May — Arrival in Ankara.

Flying the three Wessex he-
licopters with which the De-
tachment is equipped is Jock
Young himself, Flight Lieute-
nantHarry Marment and Mas-
ter Pilot Taff Walker one of the
Squadron’s qualified helicopter
instructors who, in addition to
his normal duties as a pilot,
is responsible for carrying out
three-monthly and half-yearly
checks on pilots. Flight Ser-
geants Ray Pearson, Dave Pe-
tyt and Ron Greenaway com-
plete the aircrew element and
Flight Sergeant Bernie Ber-
nard is the Detachment’s NCO
i /c groundcrew.

The Detachment continues to
be responsible for resupply of
the Canadian Contingent posts
at Hilltop and Karmi atop the
Kyrenia mountain range every
second day. Change round of
troops in the Limassol Zone
and also in Lefka District re-
mains one of their recurring
tasks.

The usual high state of servi-

ceability of the Squadron’s De-
tachments has reached a new
peak during the current period
and it is this that has enabled
the present Detachment to car-
ry out the extra work invol-
ved in the recent fredeploy-
ments.

Casualty evacuation remains
a task of the highest priority
and it is mainly for this that
the Detachment maintains a
twenty-four hour a day stand-
day service including Sundays
and public holidays.

The present Detachment has
carried out two CASEVACS si-
nce its arrival.

‘ISRAELI AGGRESSION’
CHARGE BY JORDAN

N a letter to the United Nations Security Council, Jordan
has charged Israel with carrying out unprovoked acts of
“naked aggression” against her territory and people on the
night of 29/30th April, resulting in eight civilian deaths, the
wounding of four civilians and two soldiers and demolition of

twenty-three houses.

Ambassador Muhammed El-
Farra of Jordan said in a let-
ter that units of the Israeli
regular armed forces had pene-
trated into Jordan to attack
innocent civilians, and that
these actions constituted grave
violations of the General Armi-
stice Agreement and of the UN
Charter, and threatened peace
and security.

Mr El-Farra said Jordan
had asked for an urgent meet-
ing of the mined Jordan-—Is-
rael Armistice Commission to
consider these “acts of lawles-

sness” and that she reserved
the right to request a meeting
of the Security Council to ad-
opt adequate measures. The
letter said that the aggression
on Jordan had been admitted
by Israeli authorities, who had
tried to justify it as an act
of reprisal for alleged activi-
ties directed against them from
Jordan. However, said Mr. El-
Farra the Armistice Commis-
sion had already examined one
of these Israeli charges and
found no evidence to substan-
tiate it.
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sight, fighting had been largely
stopped and some of the tensions
reduced as a result of the U.N.
peace-keeping operation. The
Secretary-General gave much of
the credit for this success to Bri-
tain’s ‘‘ready and generous co-
operation’’.

U Thant added that he felt
bound to state that the pros-
pects for making the peace-
keeping role of the United Na-
tions more effective and re-
liable for the future were ‘“‘ex-
tremely uncertain” because of
political and constitutional rea-
sons.

While welcoming efforts of
a number of Governments to
earmark contingents for futu-
re U.N. use, U Thant said
he nevertheless feared that in
the near future the ‘United,
Nations may be less able to
respond effectively to threats
to peace than hitherto”. He
commented in this connection
that he regarded the present
method of voluntary and optio-
nal financing for the Cyprus
operation ‘“as a retrogade
step” in the general develop-
ment of the U.N. peace-keep-
ing capacity.

The Secretary-General empha-
sized the importance of the less
publicized activities in the econo-
mic and social fields to which the
United Nations devotes something
like 85 per cent of its total effort,
in terms of men and money. He
said the consolidated development
programmes, the recent establish-
ment of the U.N. Conference on
Trade and Development, and the
intensified work in industrializa-
tion were at least a good beginn-
ing in facing the dangerous
challenge posed by the growing
gulf between the rich and the
poor.

U Thant noted that Britain
had been the second largest
contributor to the U.N. Deve-
lopment Programme and had
provided more skilled persons
for advisory and training ser-
vices than any other country
in the world.

The Secretary-General stres-
sed the need for idealism, rea-
lism, and perseverence in ef-
forts to strengthen the present
system of international order.

The Secretary-General ad-
dressed the London meeting in
the course of a ten-day trip to
Europe with a schedule inclu-
ding talks with the British Pri-
me Minister, Mr. Harold Wil-
son, meetings in Paris with the
French President, General Cha-
rles de Gaulle, and a meeting’ in
Strasboul'g with the Commit-
tee of the Ministerial Council
of Europe.

PORTUGUESE
REPLY TO U.N.

Will consider Security-Council
resolution as recommendation
and not as mandatory

ORTUGAL has informed the United Nations Secretary-General,
U Thant, that she must consider as a simple recommendation,
and not as mandatory, the Security Council resolution of 9th April
calling on Portugal and Great Britain to take measures to prevent
oil from reaching Rhodesia via the port of Beira in the Portuquese

territory of Mozambique.

Specifically, that  resolution
called on Britain to use force, if
necessary, to prevent vessels car-
rying oil presumably destined for
Rhodesia from arriving at the port
of Beira, and it called on Portu-
gal not to permit oil to be pum-
ped through the pipeline from
Beira to Rhodesia, and not to re-
ceive at Beira oil destined for
Rhodesia.

In his letter to the Secretary-
General, the Foreign Minister of
Portugal, Mr. Franco Nogueira,
advances two arguments which he
considers lead to the necessary
conclusion that the 9th April re-
solution was not mandatory but
simply a recommendation.

In the first place, the Portu-
guese Foreign Minister argues
that the resolution addresses it-
self only to assumptions not to
facts — the possibility that oil
may rea-h Rhodesia and may be
pumped by the pipeline through
Mozambique. These assumptions,
he says, were not established,
much less proved and therefore
constitute no proper basis for the
operative clauses calling for
action with serious implizations
which could have a meaning only
if based on facts.

Secondly, Foreign  Minister
Nogueira draws attention to the
article of the U.N. Charter which
provides that decisions of the Se-
curity Council on all other than
p.o edural matters shall be made
with the concurring votes of the

permanent members — Great
Britain, China, France, the Soviet
Union and the United States. He
argues that implicit in this text
is the meaning that a negative
vote or abstention of a permanent
member prevents the Council
from taking a positive decision.
And he notes that both France
and the Soviet Union abstained
from the vote on the Council re-
solution of 9th April.

On several questions put to the
Secretary-General regarding Rho-
desia, U Thant said he had to be
guided by the resolutions already
adopted by the General Assembly
and the Security Council in this
regard.

Asked if he would take a
personal initiative to break the
deadlock prevailing at the Di-
sarmament Commission in Ge-
neva, the Secretary-General
said he did not plan any ini-
tiative at this time and was
convinced that all members of
the Committee are seriously
trying to make some progress
in the direction of preventing
a further proliferation of nu-
clear arms and the banning of

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GHANA CHARGES SUBVERSION

GUINEA SUPPORTS DEPOSED PRESIDENT NKRUMAH

N a letter to the UN Securi-
ty Council last week, Ghana
charged that President Sekou
Toure of Guinea had resorted to
military threats and subversion in
support of Mr. Kwame Nkrumah,
deposed Ghancian President.
Ambassador F.S. Arkhurst of
Ghana said in his letter that Mr.
Sekou Toure had publicly declar-
ed on 10 March that he was pre-
paring to send troops to Ghana
to put down those who had over-
thrown Mr. Nkrumah. Besides
threatening military action, he
said, Mr. Sekou Toure had made
available to Mr. Nkrumah broad-
casting facilities for inflammatory

broad:asts against  the new
Government of Ghana.

He said Ghana had no ob-
jection to Mr. Nkrumah beinj
granted politizal asylum in Gui-
ned, but protested strongly against
his using that country as a base
for subversion against Ghana.
Even more serious, he added, was
Mr. Sekou Toure’s so —described
""declaration of war’’.

Ambassador Achkar-Marof of
Guinea said in a letter of reply
that charges of ‘‘a de-laration
of war”’ were "'pure figments of
the imagination’’ whizh deserved
""to be ignored by any responsible
person’’.
