“T think it is: fitting, in-
deed, that World Veterans Day
should be observed this year
on June the 26th, the anniver-
sary of the signing of the Uni-
ted Nations Charter.

The Charter begins by af-
firming the determination of
the peoples of the United Na-
tions “to save succeeding ge-
nerations from the scourge of
war, which twice in our life-
time has brought untold sor-
row to mankind.” It seems to
me that nobody is better qua-
lified to bear continuous wit-
ness to the horrors as well as
the futility of war than are
veterans all over the world.

To make the meaning of
war more widely and pro-
perly understood is a parti-
cularly important task to-
day, in '1966. I doubt whether
the world is really well
enough awuare of the calami-
tous effects which a nuclear
war would have, and of the
immense devastation and
destruction which would be
wrought by the weapons that
would almost surely be used
in ony global conflict. I be-
lieve that a wider understan-
ding of the nature of these
dangers can help to mobilize
irresistable public support for
disarmament and peace.

It is in this context that ve-
terans of past wars can play
a unique role. Moreover, ve-
terans are in an especia'ly
good position, if I may say .
so, not only to appreciate the

stamps were available
outside of New York only in
four other places — in Ge-
neva, London, Paris and
Rome — and even then on
quite a limited scale, Today,
UN stamps are being sold in
over 40 other countries besi-
des the United States, includ-
ing Cyprus.

Realizing the demand by
co lectors overseas for UN
stamps, the UN Postal Admi-
nistration decided to investi-
gate the possibilities of mak-
ing UN stamps available to
collectors in their own coun-
tries, with the approval of the
governments concerned. Under
the established policy, govern-

ments contract with the UN
Postal Administration for con-
signments of stamps, postal
stationery and first day co-
vers, which they sell for local
currency.

All agencies are guided by
the same rules as Headquar-
ters for the distribution of
philatelic items. Stamps are
sold at face value. On the date
a new issue takes place, the
stamps go on sale simultane-
ously in forty-one different
overseas locations. The same
philatelic items which are

available in New York are li-

kewise available at all agen-
cies and are withdrawn from
sale on the same day.

The setting up of overseas

outlets has caused some inter-
esting side effects. There are
many instances when, after
the agency has been estab-
lished, innumerable requests
are received from enthusiastic
collectors in that region to
make available early issues of
UN stamps — simply because
they were unable to buy UN
stamps before and they want
to complete their collections.
Unfortunate'y, this is out as
the question. Like New York,
all overseas agencies only have
current items on sale and ear-
lier issues can only be obtain-
ed from dealers.

TRIP WAS

SUCCESSFUL

DECOLONIZATION
COMMITTEE CHAIRMAN
TELLS REPORTERS

The Chairman of the UN
Committee on Decoloni-
zation, Ambassador Gershon
Collier of Sierra Leone, told
newsmen at UN Headquar-
ters in New York last week
that the series of meetings
just concluded by the Com-
mittee in Africa had borne
out the wisdom of the deci-
sion to make the trip.

Mr. Collier said that the
month-long trip, which took
the Committee to five African
capitals, had exposed its mem-
bers to the real atmosphere of
colonialism and had promoted
a better understanding of the
situation.

It had also enabled the Com-
mittee to listen to petitioners
who might not have been able
to go to New York — it heard
about 60 persons during its
trip.

Mr. Collier added that the
trip had dramatized to the
world that the United Nations
was deeply interested in being
involved in the problems it fa-
ces.

The Chairman said the
Committee had received a ve-
ry warm welcome in each of
the capitals it visited — Dar-
es-Salam, Mogadiscio, Addis
Ababa, Cairo and Algiers. The
peop’e of Africa, he said, still
had very great faith in the
possibilities of the world Or-
ganization.

Perhaps the greatest achie-
vement of the series of meet-
ings in Africa, said Mr. Col-
lier, was the resolution adop-
ted on Rhodesia, which he des-
cribed as the most burning co-
lonial problem. That resolution
cal’'ed upon Great Britain to
use force if necessary to abo-
lish the racist minority regi-
me in Rhodesia.

Mr. Collier was asked whe-
ther the economic embargo
called for by the UN Security
Council had been successful,
and he replied that it had not
resulted in bringing down the
regime of Mr. Ian Smith.

In a letter, dated 14 June,
received by the Secretary-
General, U Thant, from the
Deputy Permanent Represen-
tative of Malaysia to the
United Nations, Malaysia in-
formed the Secretary-Gene-

ral that it had decided to
make a further voluntary
contribution of $2.500 to-

wards the costs of UNFICYP.
The Permanent Represen-
tative of the Netherlands to
the United Nations, Mr. J.G.
de Beus, sent a letter to U
Thant, dated 21 = June, in
which he states that his Gov-
ernment will contribute
40,000 dollars to UNFICYP’s
costs for the period of 27
March—26 June 1966. Mr. de
Beus adds that his Govern-
ment intends likewise to
make a voluntary contribu-
tion for the period of 27
June — 26 December 1966.

VIET-NAM

In his letter, the Perma-
nent Representative of the
Netherlands also states that
“it is, furthermore, the in-
tention of my Government
that these will be the last
contributions of the Nether-
lands for UNFICYP.”

In a note verbale received
by the Secretary-General
from the Permanent Mission
of Nigeria to the United Na-
tions, the Mission confirms
a statement made by the Ni-
gerian delegation at the re-
cent meeting of the Security
Council on UNFICYP ‘that
the ;Government of Nigeria
will pay a further sum of
3,000 dollars towards the ex-
penses of the United Nations
Peace-Keeping Operation in
Cyprus which has just been
extended for a period of six
months.”

Regret over U.N.
bombing-U Thant

he United Nations Secretary-General, U Thant,

last

week expressed his “deep regret” at the United States
air raids on oil depots at Hanoi and Haiphong in North

Viet-Nam.

A spokesman for the Secre-
tary-General recalled that U
Thant had indicated several
times that he thought a first
step towards peace in the
Viet-Nam should be a halt to
the bombing of North Viet-
Nam. He therefore had read
“with deep regret reports ot
the bombing of the heavily
populated areas of Haiphong
and Hanoi,” the spokesman
added.

In a letter to the UN Secu-
rity Council at week’s end,
U.s. Ambassador Arthur
Goldberg said that the attack
on the oil depots had been
made necessary by the sub-
stantial increase in the level
of infiltration of armed men
and war supplies from North

Viet-Nam into South Viet-
Nam.
The letter said that the

facilities atocked were loca-
ted away from the popula-
tion centres and that the pi-
lots were instructed to take
everv precaution so that onlv
militarv taraets would be hit.

Stating that the US sought
an end to every form of vio-
Jence bv all forces involved,
Mr. Goldberg said it was al-
ready known from two pau-
ses in aerial bombing that it
was not enough to stop
bombine over North Viet-
Nam while war in all ifs
other manifestations conti-
nued,

“It is the war, not just the
bombing, that should come
to an end,” he declared. Sta-
ting that a peaceful solution
must be found, the US Am-
bassador said this could be
accomplished through the re-
convening of the Geneva
Conference or in some other
forum.
