Everybody likes to get a letter and soldiers even more so.

To make sure that

Canadian Contingent soldiers get plenty

of them are three members of the Royal Canadian Postal Corps

at Camp Maple Leaf.

Every week about 5,000
pieces of mail arrive from
Canada via commercial air-
craft flights to Cyprus. Since
the total Contingent is about
575 that means each person
receives about ten letters a
week from relatives in Cana-
da.

Of course, to ensure that
never ending stream, soldiers
here must reciprocate. And
they do, about 5,000 recipro-
cations per week. Daily the
“posties” sell stamps, weigh
parcels, sort the mail and cart
it down to Nicosia Airport for

Post Office Driver,
his precious load aboard the
mission to Canadian cities.

Private J.E. Gaboury carries

delivery back to Canada.

Every Tuesday they are
doubly busy when the Cana-
dian Armed Forces weekly
aircraft arrives with parcels,
magazines and newspapers for
the troops. In addition to
letters and parcels the Postal
Corps people also provide full
postdkuservices such as money
orders and foreign postal
services.

Through the Postal Office
at Camp Maple Leaf flows a
constant stream of happy
soldiers either sending = or
receiving letters from home.
