Dakar, September 13, 2021- The Special Representative of the Secretary-General and Head of
the United Nations Office for West Africa and the Sahel (UNOWAS), Mahamat ANNADIF,
carried out today a one-day mission to Guinea.

To all his interlocutors, the Special Representative of the Secretary-General recalled the
importance of safeguarding the stability of Guinea, ensuring the security of citizens and respect
for the rule of law and human rights. He also stressed that the United Nations, in coordination
with the Economic Community of West African States (ECOWAS), and the African Union
